Actually, Thai

Thi Hoang is the American

ized version of her name

which is Nguyen Thi Thai.

Hoang is her husband's sur

name and Nguyen is herfs*

This is the story of

how Thai Thi Hoang, her hus

band and three sons came to

America: Thai worked at the

U.S. Sknbassy in Saigon and

her'feqisband, Khang Van Hoang

(Americanized version) work

ed at the police station

there. When the U.S. left

Vietnam, go did they.

At noons April 29? Thai

requested that the embassy

get her, her husband and

their three sons out of the

country. At k AM, April 30s
they left Saigon ©mid burst

ing bombs. (Thai's sister

also left the country, but

her father is still in North

Vietnam.) They were shipped

to the Philippines, then

flown to Guam where they

caught another plane to a

refugee camp in Arkansas.

After several months at the

military refugee camp, the

family was sponsored by the

Moreland United Methodist

Church of Wooster.

They now live in a hou

se on Henry Street. Both

Thai and her husband work;

the two older sons attend

elementary school and the

two year-old son goes to nur

sery school. Thai's sister

is sponsored by a church in

Wadsworth, Ohio.
